Information Statement

Topic: Academic Intervention and Response 
Aim:

Redcliffe State High School is using the High Reliability Schools (HRS) framework to shape our strategic vision for the school. A key component of HRS is to have an effective intervention strategy. The Academic Intervention and Response (AIR) program has been implemented to maximise the outcomes of all students at Redcliffe State High School.  We have a strong academic culture and we believe that all students are capable of succeeding at school if they are given the opportunity to do so.
Timetable:
The school timetable has been adjusted on the Friday to accommodate the AIR time.  AIR time will occur on Friday 1.30 pm – 2.40 pm.

Participants:

There will two groups of students for AIR time – Compulsory and Voluntary.

Compulsory Group:
· Students requiring literacy and numeracy support will be identified via NAPLAN data – this will involve students in Years 7 – 9.

· Students who are working on literacy and numeracy will work with tutors to attain a literacy and numeracy level that is appropriate for their year level.

· Students of concern will be identified by classroom teachers via a referral process.  Students will be identified in this group if they are at risk of failing a subject or have missed important concepts in the class.  Senior students will be placed on the students of concern list if they are also at risk of not attaining their QCE.

· Students who are absent for an exam. Teachers will need to complete the referral form and provide the assessment piece.
· Students who truant a class. Teachers will need to refer students and provide work.
· To refer students of concern, teachers must access the Student of Concern policy.  Teachers must ensure they have followed the process outline and complete the documents which can either be found on line or in the common room.

· When the forms have been completed they need to be put into the appropriate box in the common.  The work MUST be attached.  This must be put in the box by Wednesday of the week that you would like the students to attend AIR.
· At the end of lesson 4 students who are involved in AIR are to move to the eastern campus and remain in areas A, B and F for lunch.
Voluntary Group:
· This group will consist of students who are unable to get home or students who wish to remain and participate in additional tutorials held by the school.

· Where possible tutors will be available to assist students with their work.

· Another group will provide the opportunity for students to do their own private study and catch up.

· At the end of lesson 4 these students will need to be directed to areas A, B, C or F.
Structure and Documents:
The following chart shows the person responsible for implementing AIR.  



Junior PLT Intervention Record and AIR Referral

PLTs are able to refer students to the AIR sessions based upon their achievement/non achievement of proficiency scales.  The teacher who will be taking the AIR session must also be nominated, as well as the room for where the AIR class is to take place.
Identification and referral process:

1. Student must have undertaken Tier 1 and 2 interventions.

2. Parents must be notified that their student is required for AIR – this is required to be recorded on One School in the contacts section for each student. This is NOT to be recorded as a behavior.
3. Allocated teacher from the PLT completes this form.
4. Nominated teacher and room are provided.
5. Provide this sheet to the AIR Teacher Aide or drop in the AIR box in the common room by Wednesday.
