Problem-solving team reviews students’ progress after 6 weeks using 4-point rule and goal line





Problem-solving team considers the individual child and his/her strengths, weaknesses, and progress





Continue the Tier 2 Intervention for a further 6 weeks (or longer)





Change to a different Tier 2 Intervention





Increased intensity and time of interventions, with a smaller group size
